The staff and students at St. John the Evangelist in Woodslee wanted to do something that,
in addition to raising money, helped bring a sense of faith and hope to a truly tragic
situation. The kids have purchased beads in the colours of the Haitian flag and are making
rosaries to raise funds for the relief effort. All that is being asked is a donation of a toonie.

An update will also be provided on what all of our schools
are doing to help with the fundraising effort.
